Winning teams each 
will receive a total of $10,000 in scholarships and grants, to be shared among the students, 
teacher, and school. In early January, the winning teams from the first two challenges will be 
invited to participate in the program's final challenge (deadline: Jan 17, 2014).  From the final 
challenge entries, eight first-place teams and two grand prize-winning teams will be selected. Each 
of the eight first-place teams will receive a total of $15,000 in grants and scholarships, and two 
grand prize-winning teams will each receive $30,000. Money will be shared by the students, their 
teacher-advisors, and their schools.
