Boaférd eleménta:y schoaol in‘Portland has teen at its present location,
2303 S. E. 28th Place, since 1925; however, this school has e history dating
back to 1919. Qecantly an I langu_se arts class at Hosford compiled interest-
ing facts about their school and interesting it is to quote from these student-
authored articles. Discussing the period before 1925, on= student wrote: "Bé-
fors the preseut Hosford School was built, it was ahout four portable buildingse.
The portable buildings. did not have Zm or cafeteria. On the day the present
school was opencd, the students of the old portable school picited up thzir desks,
carried them down to the new building, put them into the roons ard went to work.
It must have been strange to passersby to see a lins of children, burdened down
with desss, marching down the hill. ILater, a cafeteria aod a wing for deaf |
children wers added. There were aoout 600 students at-that time and the stu-
dents! special classes were hore economics, sciesnce, shop, art and nature study."

The Hosford School for the Deaf is a story in jtself, Suffice it to say at this

time that presnntly some 60 younasters attend this portion of Bosi ord ,nd as
their abilivy *dproves, they are integrated iato the regular classes of the school.
Another student vaper gives a brlef resume’! of t“a classrocn projects
presently being underteken and again we should like to quote: "First, wetll tell
you about Mr. Sullivan, a public-ﬁinded Tth grade cacher.  He is a strong science
teacher and ‘explains assignments in great destail. Magnetisﬁ and electricity are
being studied. Another 7th érade teachef is Mrs. Flatte Her students are study-
ing early Suropean histcry. Now, getting dovn to Kindergarten, ﬁrs. Hill has
the overwhelging Job of teachiné L2 Kdndergarten . zupils in the morning and 42
in the afternoon — 82 little angels (well, most of the tinme). Hrs. Samuel, “Hos-
ford's prominent hoiz ecounonies teacher, hands over each year helpful homemaklng
tips to our Tth and 8th grade girls. She also supervices a delightrully tasty
