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PROJECT UPDATE

To begin the meeting, Jamie Hurd welcomed all and summarized the status of the master planning process. She mentioned
that the results of the DAG meetings have been posted on the PPS website (https://www.pps.net). The MPG content

can be accessed by clicking on the “Departments” tab from the PPS homepage, navigating to “Bond (School Building
Improvement Bond)” in the Department Directory, and then clicking on “MPG Building at Benson” on the left hand side, or
by simply navigating to https://www.pps.net/Page/14873. She went on to explain that the master plan concept is currently
being priced and that the results of the master planning phase are scheduled to be presented to the Bond Committee on
March 12th (this date has since been pushed back), and then to the School Board on March 17th or April 7th. Jamie then
described the role of the DAG moving forward into the Schematic Design and Design Development phases. There will be a
Community Meeting in the spring. From there, the team will be in Construction Documents moving toward Construction.

MASTER PLAN UPDATE MPG MASTERPLAN: “TREEHOUSE"
B —

Joe Echeverri, Bassetti Architects, described how
the Master Plan has evolved since the last DAG
meeting.

He mentioned that since the previous iteration, the
team has decided to relocate Teen Parent childcare
to the SE corner of the building in order to gain
better access to green space for the adjacent

playground and to be situated further away from LOWER LEVEL
the south parking lot drop-off area. Additionally, the
overall footprint of the building has been reduced
and made more efficient to provide more green
space.
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Joe also explained to the group that during the
design process intentional thought had been given
to lay the building out based on a structural grid that
could allow for a variety of structural types, such as
Mass Timber or Cross Laminated Timber. The design
team has been careful to not make any decisions

that would preclude them from employing these
types of structural systems, which may potentially
be more economical due to the efficiency of

construction and more environmentally responsible
than a traditional steel construction.

northwest corner provides egress from the parking
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garage as well as an option for DART/Clinton to have
their own separate stair entry into the building

Currently, seating in the gym space is designed
for a capacity of 400 people. Some DAG members
have voiced the desire for more seating, so as part
of an ongoing cost analysis exercise, the estimator
is evaluating the cost to increase the gym size to
accommodate 500 seats.

Some questions were raised about restroom
locations, so Joe clarified that the restrooms shown
along the corridor in the middle of the building
would serve as the main restrooms but that there
would also be single user restrooms in other
program areas which are not yet articulated in the
Master Plan diagram.

He went on to describe the function of the
southwest wing as the "Student Resource Wing"
which would house a grouping of services such as
Reconnection Services and Teen Parent Offices.

It was also brought up that the roofscape would
incorporate paved areas for outdoor activities, with
plenty of area for plantings and vegetation.

General sustainability strategies have been
considered, such as optimizing daylighting
(particularly in learning spaces) while minimizing the
potential Energy Use Index (EUI). The board to the
right shows how the building will perform in terms
of daylight and sun exposure and how photo-voltaic
panels can be arranged on the roof.

DAG members responded positively to how the
Master Plan had developed and voiced their support
of submitting the plan to the School Board.

Images of a more
abstract nature were also included, showing a variety of colors and textures that could potentially serve as inspiration for
components of the building design, particulaly in terms of interior materiality and color.
